2021 Saskatoon Music Festival


Guidelines for video recording:

o All current SHA and SMFA rules regarding safety protocols including physical distancing and masking must be strictly followed. 

o Pianists and string players should be masked in their videos if they are not recording at home. If the accompanist for the string player is “in person”, the string player must be masked and socially distant AND the accompanist must be masked. For piano concertos, the pianist and the accompanist should be masked.

o Video recording must include a clear picture of the performer.  For solo piano, a profile shot showing hands, full keyboard and feet is preferred

o Camera must remain consistent throughout the performance. The soloist is the most important to view in the video – the accompanist does not have to be visible in the shot.

o Video must be a single, one-take video for each class. Exception: excellence classes

o Editing of video is not allowed .  Multiple recordings cannot be
edited together. If entered in a concert group class, each piece must be
performed one after the other in one take. The only permitted editing is
trimming of the beginning and end of video.

o Accompaniment is still needed for pieces that require piano
accompaniment as per usual festival regulations. Recorded PIANO
accompaniment is permitted. However, no karaoke or orchestral
accompaniment will be allowed. The accompanist must be masked. For string players or piano concerto players in the same physical space as the accompanist, those soloists must also be masked.

o Please allow minimum 5 seconds at the beginning of recording before the
start of the performance and minimum 5 seconds at the end of the
recording after the performance. This is to allow the playlist to run
smoothly and prevent any cutting of the performance.

o If a page turner is necessary, page turners must wear a mask at all times and must remain at least 2 meters away when they are not actively turning pages. This might mean that the page turner may need their own score to follow along with so that they know when they need to get up and walk towards the piano (to turn the page for the accompanist).  In keeping with SHA regulations on physical distancing, the page turner must be a person in the same household “bubble” as the musician with whom the page turner is in close contact. 


Further Guidelines For Musical Theatre and Voice:

1. Safety is the overriding rule. For those of you with an in-person studio, we are confident that you have designed your studio to protect all persons present - the singer, the accompanist and yourself. Please review your set-up and make sure that this continues to be the case during recordings.

2. The accompanist and yourself must be masked at all times.

3. The singer must be masked, unless they are recording their performance.

4. The regulations from the government refer to barriers. These must be of a sufficient size to protect all persons. This means that the barrier should be taller than the singer. In most configurations, the barrier is to protect yourself, not the singer. This is an example of the process for recording that might be used:

* the singer stands facing away from the pianist. At this moment, they are masked.

* the person operating the recording device (the masked camera operator) sets it up and pushes the record button.

* the 'camera operator' quickly moves behind the barrier

* as the 'camera operator' moves behind the barrier, the singer removes their mask

* the performance is recorded and the singer replaces their mask when they are finished singing

* the 'camera operator' ends the recording.

Guidelines for video submission:

o Video files are to be uploaded to a personal YouTube channel as an
UNLISTED video.

o Please make sure the ability to comment is disabled and ‘Likes & Dislikes’
are not visible.


o YouTube video must be titled: [Class number] – [Competitor
name] – [Selection] – (KEY if a Vocal class) - [Composer]

o YouTube video description must include:
Class: [Class number and class name]
Competitor: [Competitor name]
